Summary
The International Poultry Expo (IPE) and the International Feed Expo (IFE) are the world’s largest trade shows for the poultry and feed sectors of the industry. The Expo has been held in Atlanta, Georgia for the past 61 years. The show displays the latest in technology, equipment, supplies, and services used in the production and processing of poultry and eggs and for those involved in feed manufacturing. 

2.   Event description 

A.  The International Poultry Expo is the world’s largest trade show for the poultry and egg industry. Capital equipment suppliers to every segment of the industry are represented: live production, hatchery, processing, further processing, packaging, commercial egg, marketing and all support activities. International feed expo exhibitor categories include material handling equipment and supplies; processing equipment; micro and macro ingredients; analytical products and services; transportation equipment; computer software, systems and services; premix and milk replacer manufacturers; mill designers; engineering and construction; pharmaceutical and animal health products; microbial, enzyme and fermentation products; and trade publications. 
The two co-located trade shows should attract more than 850 exhibitors and over 19,000 attendees from over 100 countries. There will be a special program focusing on pet food, providing information on the manufacturing and quality control aspects of the sector as well as featuring exhibitors who supply the pet food manufacturers. On the floor of the show, there will be a demonstration area where chefs from national food service organizations will highlight new recipes and products related to the poultry industry.

B.  Free seminars on important issues facing the poultry and feed industries will be offered beginning Monday, January 23, 2012 prior to the opening of the trade show through Friday, January 27, 2012.  The Department of Commerce is planning to present a networking seminar on doing business internationally from a logistics and financial point of view. C.  More than 850 companies will exhibit at the International Poultry Expo and International Feed Expo registered under one or more of the product categories listed in item 2A of this announcement. 

D.  If you are a manufacturer, supplier or simply involved with a product or service related to the poultry or feed industry, this is your kind of show. Attendees are local, statewide, nationwide, and international.
