1.0   SCOPE:  Furnish all labor, supplies, parts, transportation, tools, equipment, and facilities necessary to perform work required to complete the 5,000 Sq Ft Delgerkhaan Rehabilitation Clinic project in strict accordance with this Statement of Work and the coordinating agreement and contract.  All work shall meet Performance Work Specification. In addition, contractor will supply additional list of supplies requested in the Government Bill of Materials. 

2.0  DESCRIPTION OF WORK: Replace window glass panes, replace exterior doors with hardware, replace all exterior window & door casings, replace linoleum flooring and baseboards, construct flower pots, and construct new breaker box enclosure. The work shall be installed in accordance with manufacturers' specifications and good construction practices unless agreed upon during work completion among all work force parties. 
2.1   Remove 10 exterior doors to include hinges.

2.2   Remove all vinyl flooring and baseboards in all rooms

2.3   Remove exterior window and door casing/trim.  

2.4   Remove old bricks from flower pots

2.5   Install 10 new exterior doors, hinges, pull handle (on both side of door), barrel bolts and hasps. 

2.6   Construct enclosure with 1 exterior door with hinges, pull handle, and hasp. Height must match existing building at install location. New enclosure dimensions are: 3’ deep, 4’ wide (door location is on 4’ side).

2.7   Construct/finish interior window opening to match existing wall. Approximately 26” X 40”.

2.8   Install new linoleum flooring and baseboards in all 14 rooms. 

2.9   Install new exterior window and door casing/trim completed with paint. 

2.10   Remove and replace missing or broken window glass. 19” X 25 3/8” (1 each), 25 1/2” X 39 1/4” (2 each).

2.11   Construct 2 new round brick flower pots (3’ diameter, 1’ tall).

2.12  Remove/relocate Main Distribution Panel.

2.13  Remove/replace wiring throughout facility.

2.14  Install lighting in each room.

2.15  Install exterior lighting.

2.16  Install light switches and receptacles in each room.

2.17  Install service conductor from Main Distribution Panel to Service Conductors.  

2.18   Contractor will supply all materials or suitable substitutes requested on the Bill of Material to included tools and equipment. (Attached)

2.19   Contractor will be responsible for power source required to accomplish work stated in the scope. Mongolian and United States Armed Forces will be permitted access to the power to accomplish combined portions of the project.    

3.0  Contractor shall protect existing structure during demolition and construction phases. If damage is caused by contractor, the contractor shall be liable for repair/replacement.
