Dear fellow American Citizens, 

  

For the past month since we have brought to your attention the revisions 

to the new Mongolian Law on the Legal Status of the Foreign Nationals, 

we have received an increasing number of complaints, inquiries and re-

quests for assistance regarding immigration issues.   

 

 We are working with the relevant authorities to clarify the situation, pub-

licize any new regulations, and foster more travel between our two coun-

tries.  We will also be happy to investigate any complaints or concerns 

that you may have with respect to immigration questions.  However, the 

Mongolian Immigration Authority has sole authority to make the final 

decision on immigration issues.  We would like to remind you that all 

Americans in Mongolia are subject to Mongolian law and are required to 

follow Mongolian immigration rules and register with the Immigration if 

their stay in Mongolia exceeds 30 days. As long as the immigration au-

thorities are acting in compliance with Mongolian law, then we are lim-

ited in our ability to intervene in the cases.    

 

To answer any questions and discuss any concerns you may have, Con-

sular Section would like to invite you to attend the Town Hall Meeting on 

Security and Immigration Issues in Mongolia where Tim Feeney, the Re-

gional Security Officer, will discuss the increasing security issues in Mon-

golia, and Consul Phil Cargile will talk about the revisions in the new Law 

of Mongolia on the Legal Status of Foreign Nationals.  

 

Light refreshments will be served and you are welcome to bring some-

thing to share! 

 

The Town Hall Meeting will take place at the Star Apartments Commu-

nity Center on Tuesday, May 17, between 5:00 – 7:00 p.m.    

 

If you will be attending, please send an email with the names of people 

who will be attending to UlaanbaatarACS@state.gov no later than Sun-

day, May 15, . Your passport or a photo ID is required to get through the 

guard gate at Star Apartments. For Mongolian parents of American chil-

dren, one parent is welcome to attend the Town Hall Meeting.

DID YOU REMEMBER TO FILE YOUR TAXES ? 

If not, don‘t worry. If you reside overseas or are in the military on 

duty outside the U.S., you are allowed an automatic 2-month ex-

tension to file your return until June 15. However, any tax due 

must have been paid by the original return due date (April 15) to 

avoid interest charges.

STATE TAX RETURNS:  For individual state income tax informa-

tion, visit http://www.taxadmin.org/.  The Embassy does not have 

state tax forms or state tax information. 

 

Taxpayers with an AGI (Adjusted Gross Income) of $58,000 or 

less can electronically file their tax return for free using freefile. 

Taxpayers with an AGI greater than $58,000 can efile by purchas-

ing commercial software.  

A special note for U.S. citizens who maintain in excess of 

$10,000 in a foreign bank account: you are required to report 

your financial information in a Report of Foreign Bank and Finan-

cial Accounts (FBAR) to the U.S. Department of Treasury before 

June 30th.

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As the weather warms and the days become longer, peo-

ple from all walks of life spend more time outside and 

attempt to break the solitude of being trapped inside dur-

ing the cold winter months and unfortunately this includes 

criminals. 

Spring time historically sees an increase in pick pockets, 

assaults, sexual assaults, and rapes.  Mongolians chalk 

this phenomenon up to ‗Spring Madness.‘ 

Only a few weeks into the winter thaw, Ulaanbaatar expat 

community has suffered an unprovoked day time assault 

against a female English language teacher. .  Assaults can 

occur anywhere at any time.  Additionally, as we peel away 

and store the heavy winter jackets, we make ourselves 

vulnerable to pick pockets.  The heavy winter jackets pro-

vided an extra layer of protection against wandering 

hands when at the supermarket or walking around tourist 

attractions.  As the nights become warmer, street children 

and beggars will become more aggressive in their actions 

around the expat restaurants, bars, and supermarkets. If 

a specific establishment is known to have aggressive beg-

gars frequent the perimeter with no security staff on hand, 

we advise you to avoid the establishment and take your 

business elsewhere. Finally, complaints to the establish-

ment‘s management about the aggressive beggars and 

the threat of taking your business elsewhere will hopefully 

alert them to the problem and the need to take immediate 

action. 

All American citizens are reminded to exercise caution 

and good judgment: 

 Avoid going anywhere alone.  If you must travel 

alone, ensure you have your cell phone and that 

someone is aware of your plans. 

 Be vigilant of your surroundings, even the area 

near your home can be a dangerous place. 

 Maintain a low profile; do not draw unnecessary 

attention to yourself. 

 When driving, ensure that your doors are locked 

and windows closed. 

 Know where the nearest safe havens are located 

(police booths, 24 hour shops, bus stops, and res-

taurants). 

Thankfully, there is no evidence that indicates U.S. 

citizens are being specifically targeted in this seasonal 

increase in crime.  We encourage everyone to commit 

themselves to taking that extra minute to think about 

doing the right thing as it pertains to security.   

If you are a victim of a crime, regardless of how minor 

you feel the incident was, please immediately contact 

the Consular Section.  We cannot alert the American 

community of potentially new dangerous areas and 

criminal tactics without your input.
